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We are safe:
Nithyananda’s
devotees tell
high court
Ahmedabad: After more

than four years of court pro-
ceedings on their father’s plea
for their custody, the two
devotees of Nithyananda ad-
dressed the Gujarat high court
on Wednesday through video
conferencing and said that
they are safe and love their
life ‘in Kailasa’.

The devotee sisters had
sneaked out of India through
Nepal and gone to Jamaica in
2019, after their father made
accusations of child exploita-
tion at Nithyananda’s hostel on
the campus of the DPS (East)
school here. The school’s
trustees, principal and two
hostel wardens are facing
criminal charges as well.

The devotees’ father
filed a habeas corpus petition
alleging that his daughters
were in illegal detention and
under threat in Nithyananda’s
custody, as they were flatly
refusing to return to India out
of fear of their father. The HC
repeatedly asked the sisters to
appear before the court
through video conferencing so
that it could ascertain their
free will. The HC even asked
them to address the court
online from the Indian em-
bassy, but they never ap-
peared before the court.

Finally, when the sisters
addressed the court online,
the bench of Justice A Y Kogje
and Justice R M Sareen spoke
to them for nearly half an hour
and at the final stage, lawyers
were allowed to join in. In the
lawyers’ presence, the judges
asked the sisters about their
condition and wish and both
told the court that they are safe
and happy. They made it clear
that they love their life ‘in
Kailasa’ and are not living
there under any pressure or
threat, said advocate Pritesh
Shah, who represents the fa-
ther. The sisters of Sharad
Kalaskar and Sachin Andure,
alleged shooters in the
Narendra Dabholkar murder
case.

‘India set to be world’s 3rd
largest eco with $5tn GDP’

Gandhinagar: Finance
minister Nirmala Sitharaman
said on Wednesday that In-
dia is poised to become the
world’s third largest
economy, with a GDP of over
$5 trillion on the back of a
strong foundation laid by
Modi government over last
nine years, through meas-
ures such as direct benefit
transfer, financial inclusion
and digital payments.

At the Vibrant Gujarat
Summit, the minister also
said during the current gov-
ernment’s two terms, a spirit
of partnership had developed
between the Centre and
states, reversing the earlier
“default setting” of “give for
the union and take for
states”.

“From 2014, the Plan-
ning Commission has been
revamped and the NITI
Aayog, which is more driven
towards policymaking and
guidance. It is a partnership
with the states — a partner-
ship so that states also as-
pire and their aspirations find
(space) in the scheme of
things of the Centre. It is also
about working together with
the states for strengths that
they have and to make sure
that through programmes
such as aspirational districts,
you leverage the partnership
of states and strengthen
challenges to turn them into
strengths of the states,” she
said.

With a GDP of roughly
$3.4 trillion, India is currently
the fifth-largest economy in
the world, after the US,
China, Japan and Germany.
The FM said that India is on
course to achieve a GDP of
$30 trillion by 2047, while
making it inclusive for citi-
zens.

Sitharaman said India
is on track to become an in-
house producer of semicon-
ductors and EV adoption is
happening in a big way and

argued that India had been
a large recipient of foreign
direct investment (FDI) in re-
cent years. Between April
2000 and March 2023, India
attracted $919 billion FDI, of
which 65%, or $595 billion,
came during the last eight-
nine years, she said.

“FDI is coming in, it is
like water, it flows to the
lower ebb, where policy
brings in greater certainty,
convenience, ease of doing
business. Of course disrup-
tions of higher US Fed rate
and other things can divert
it elsewhere, but despite that
we have been getting a flow
of FDI. It is not only coming
for manufacturing but also
for the service sector,” she
said. Mukesh Ambani, Chair-
man and Managing Director
of Rel iance Industr ies,
praised Pr ime Minister
Narendra Modi's leadership
at the Vibrant Gujarat Global
Summit 2024. He expressed
confidence that India would

become a 35 Trillion Dollar
economy by 2047. Reliance
Industries will play a signifi-
cant role in Gujarat's growth
story with investments in re-
newable energy and 5G in-
frastructure. The company
also aims to improve educa-
tion, sports, and skills infra-
structure in preparation for
India's bid for the 2036 Ol-
ympics. Bihar government
announces subsidies for IT,
ITES, and ESDM sectors. The
new IT policy offers capital
subsidy, interest subvention,
rental subsidy, power tariff
subsidy, and employment
generation subsidy. Addi-
tional incentives are pro-
vided for inclusive growth
and for establishing units
outside Patna and Danapur
municipal areas.

Want to put up first 'Bharatiya Antariskha Station' by 2028
using existing launcher capability: Isro chairman Somanath

GANDHINAGAR: India
would like to set up the first
'Bharatiya Antariksha Station'
or Indian Space Station by
2028 using the existing
launcher capability, Indian
Space Research Organisation
(Isro) chairman S Somanath
said here on Thursday. He
was speaking at the seminar
on International Space Station
organised as part of the 10th
Vibrant Gujarat Global
Summit. "We would like to put
the first of the Bharatiya
Antriksh Station by 2028 using
the existing launcher
capability. And we would like
to convert it into a laboratory
for you to come and do
experiments," he said.

"And who are the people
who will come and do
experiments over a period of
time? By 2035, when we have
human access, we must have
laboratories, institutions,
scientific establishments doing
research, deriving benefits out
of it and economic outcomes,"
the Isro chief added. After
setting it up, Isro would like
to find out companies and
institutions who will be able to
make use of the Bharatiya
Antariksha Station and create
economic activities out of it,
Somanath said, adding it was
something he believed was
possible. Human access to the
moon will also have an
economic impact because the
strategic activity in the future
will not be around earth alone,
Somanath asserted. Industries
will have to build hundreds of
spacecraft over the next 5-10
years for various works on
earth that need to be done

from space, presenting them
with an opportunity to
participate in the growth of the
sector, he said.

"In the last one year, we
have aggregated demands of
the country in terms of
agriculture, weather
forecasting, disaster warning,
water resources, cartography,

strategic intell igence
gathering, supplying to various
users, and almost hundreds of
spacecraft which have to be
built over next 5-10 years of
time have been identified," he
said. How private players will
keep it cost effective is
another question which needs
to be understood, the Isro
chairman pointed out. After

Insurer cites 'type of heart
attack' to deny claim

SURAT: How does it mat-
ter if a person dies of sudden
cardiac arrest or myocardial in-
farction? However, an insurance
company can use this technical
medical difference to deny the
claim to a grieving family. A pri-
vate insurer, who rejected a
claim citing these technicalities,
recently got a dressing down
from the Bharuch Consumer
Commission which directed the
company to pay the coverage of
a home loan of Rs 12.36 to a
woman widowed at 25. Accord-
ing to the case details, Bharuch
woman Payal Patel's husband
Dipesh died of cardiac arrest on
November 27, 2022. He had
taken a home loan of Rs 15 lakh
from a private bank for 25 years
in 2021. He also took a five-year
insurance for the loan in March
2021 by paying five years of pre-
mium in advance. After his
death, Payal filed the claim with
the insurance company but it was
rejected on April 17, 2023, on
the grounds of 'type of heart at-
tack'. The insurance company
claimed it was not liable to pay
the loan amount as Dipesh did
not die of myocardial infarction
(first heart attack with specific

severity and symptoms)." When
Dipesh died, EMIs totaling Rs
12.36 lakh were pending on his
loan for which Payal had sub-
mitted the claim. Payal then filed
a complaint with the Bharuch
Consumer Disputes Redression
Commission (CDRC) which lam-
basted the company for citing
technical reasons and directed
it to pay the pending home loan
as per the policy purchased by
Dipesh to the bank. The com-
mission also rejected the insur-
ance firm's arguments about MI.
There is no such fact mentioned
in the policy terms, it said. "Policy
has defined accidental death as
an accident or accidental means
a sudden, unforeseen and invol-
untary event caused by external,
visible and violent means. A pri-
vate insurer, who rejected a claim
citing these technicalities, recently
got a dressing down from the
Bharuch Consumer Commission
which directed the company to
pay the coverage of a home loan
of Rs 12.36 to a woman wid-
owed at 25.

IFSCA must help country
meet net zero targets: FM

AHMEDABAD: India has
a funding gap of $10.1 tril-
lion to meet its net zero com-
mitment, and therefore, the
International Financial Serv-
ices Centre Authority (IFSCA)
– the unified regulator needs
a platform where green
credit can be traded, said
Union finance minister and
minister of corporate affairs,
Nirmala Sitharaman. Ad-
dressing a seminar on ‘GIFT
City – an aspiration for mod-
ern India’, organized as part
of VGGS 2024 in
Gandhinagar, Sitharaman
said that GIFT City has now
expanded into becoming a
major international financial
hub. “There should be a plat-
form for IFSC where green
credits can be traded. The
authorities here should work
on getting a platform ready
so that green credits can be
sold by people who are plant-
ing trees. GIFT City can help
bridge the funding gap for
India to meet its net zero tar-
gets through such a plat-
form,” the minister said.

“Miyawaki forests are

coming up all over the coun-
try. People doing that and
other practices in afforesta-
tion or activities related to re-
newable energy, solid waste
management, and so on,
should be able to come here
and say, ‘I have credits, which
I don’t want to sit on, let it be
traded’. This place should be
where the credits are bought
and sold,” she added. In 2023,
the Union government an-
nounced that companies
would soon be able to list
themselves directly on the
IFSC exchanges. At present,
Indian companies can only
access foreign equity markets
through issuing depository
receipts or by listing their debt
securities on foreign markets.
Speaking on the issue,
Sitharaman said, “The much-
awaited direct listing of stock
in GIFT IFSC was announced
earlier. We are systematically
going through the process,
and I am confident it will hap-
pen soon. With this, Indian
companies should be able to
access global funds easily
being listed in India.”
