How Trump’s win is going to impact America and rest of world

won in a highly polarised
political atmosphere in the US.

?113 crore. The municipality had earlier set a base price of ?52 crore in
the tender for demolishing the old bridge and building a new one.
Following, a company listed under the name of Vishnuprasad Pungaliya,
based in Rajasthan, submitted the tender. The total cost of demolishing
the current bridge and constructing the new one will exceed ?113 crore,
according to the tender.
